» Best General Manager (luxury and upscale segment)
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Furthermore, the Advisory Board will award:

» The Worldwide Hospitality Management Schools Award: This Prize will be awarded to a hospitality management
school for the best educational initiative in order to bring students and hospitality companies closer together.

» The Lifetime Achievement Award: This trophy will be awarded to an international hospitality personality who has left
his/ her mark on the industry as a pioneer, an innovator, a company manager and for his/her successful career.

The Jury Grand Prix will be awarded by the international Jury to an international hospitality company that has left its mark in
2010 through its achievements in four complementary areas: development, innovation, human resources and commercial
performances.

Gathering about 800 decision-makers, the award-giving ceremony will be held on November 15th 2010 at the InterConti-
nental Paris le Grand, and will be presided by Hubert Joly, Carlson Group CEO. It is today an unmissable event for hotel
leaders, their operations teams and all the partners that allow it to get better and better.
